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Frameless shower screens, toilet cisterns built into the wall, 
large tiles to the ceiling and mixer taps are among the trends 

in bathroom design and fi t out, according to two leading bathroom 
renovation and fi t out experts.

Yvonne King, who runs Bathrooms in the Making as part of her King 
Constructions company, has been in the industry for 30 years.

“My husband (Bruce) died 13 years ago and we used to run the 
company together and after his death I started to do more bathroom 
renovations and makeovers,’’ she says.

“I think the best style to go for is classic, clean and no fuss and 
most people are looking for a timeless look, a feeling of space and 
something that’s easy to maintain.

“When people call us in when their bathrooms are in dire need of 
fi xing up we take care of everything from the ground up.’’

She says the easiest way to add luxury to a bathroom is with features 

such as under-fl oor heating, heated towel rails and a double vanity, 
which is crucial for comfort and as a time saver.

Yvonne says while her most expensive bathroom project was $40,000, 
most clients are on a budget.

“There are a lot of clever things you can do to brighten up and maximise 
the space you have,’’ she says.

She says well-planned lighting is essential in a bathroom and that 
consideration should always be given to the space’s differing roles – 
that of a place to get ready for the day and as a haven of relaxation.

Athena Demourtzidis of Adelaide Plumbing and Building Centre 
agrees with Yvonne regarding colour trends.

“White is always popular of course, but anything with an earthy or 
chocolatey tone, like mocha or even charcoal is popular,’’ she says.

“Frameless shower screens are popular because they have good 
lines and we are seeing more wall hung and above counter basins. 

When you go for wall hung, it can help make the room look bigger 
and cleaner.’’

She says largely due to water restrictions spa baths are not as often 
called for as they once were.

But Athena still recommends some kind of bath be included in a new 
or renovated bathroom, stressing they add to a home’s resale value, 
especially for families with young children.
